The imperfect tense is used to describe a particular event in the past, which no longer has a 

link to the present. It is mainly used to write reports, articles or novels.  
  

2. Describe the difference between the imperfect and perfect tense. Use a German 

example of each to illustrate this.  

Used less in conversation and more in print/writing, the imperfect tense is often described 

as the more "formal" of the two basic past tenses in German. The imperfect ist used for 

actions which are past and finished. In writing, the imperfect is preferred when a definite 

time is given and the perfect tense is preferred for an indefinite time.  

Am Heiligen Abend fuhr er nach Hause.  

Vor Weihnachten ist er selten nach Hause gefahren.
